FROM POPE BENEDICT'S GENERAL AUDIENCE OF OCTOBER 17, 2012: “With the catechesis of this Year of Faith, we would like to go on a journey to
strengthen the joy of faith, understanding that it is not something alien, but it is its very soul. Faith in a God who is love, and who came close to man,
taking on his flesh and giving Himself on the cross to save us and open the gates of heaven to us once more, brightly indicates that the fullness of man
is found only in love. The Church was born from the side of Christ and she has become the bearer of a new solid hope: Jesus of Nazareth, the Crucified
and Risen Savior of the world, who sits at the right hand of God and is the judge of the living and the dead.
