THE YEAR OF FAITH (October 11, 2012, to November 24, 2013) Why has the Holy

Father called for a Year of Faith? Pope Benedict XVI has called for this special year as an invitation to a “an
authentic and renewed conversion to the Lord, the one Savior of the world” (Apostolic Letter, Porta Fidei, 6). He hopes it
will inspire in all believers, “the aspiration to profess the faith in fullness and with renewed

conviction, with confidence and hope. It will also be a good opportunity to intensify th
celebration of the faith in the liturgy, especially in the Eucharist, which is “the summi ))

towards which the activity of the Church is directed... and also the source from which all ¢
its power flows” (Sacrosanctum Concilium, 10). At the same time, we make it our praye
that believers’ witness of life may grow in credibility. To rediscover the content of the fait|
that is professed, celebrated, lived and prayed, (cf. Constituzione Apostolica, Fide
Depositum, |16) and to reflect on the act of faith, is a task that every believer must make hi
own, especially in the course of this Year (Porta fidei, 9).

Although there will be many public celebrations and common confessions of faith, the specifi
aim of this year is that every Christian may rediscover “the journey of faith so as to shed eve 2012
clearer light on the joy and renewed enthusiasm of the encounter with Christ” (Apostoli YEAR OF FAlTH gl
Letter, Porta Fidei, 2).
