“first sign,” providing wine for the wedding guests at Cana.  Of course, even Jesus, God made visible, was not always easily 
understood in His own day, nor is He even now. So we have to ponder what we see: the poverty and simplicity of His birth, His 
humility and openness before John the Baptist, and His kindness and compassion toward people in their ordinary problems, such 
as running short of wine at a wedding. Yet it is in coming to know Jesus that we come to know God.
