LENTEN MEDITATION

God calls Moses by name, and so that Moses doesn’t
miss the meaning of this breakthrough in human history,
God requires him to remove his sandals. If you’ve ever
tried to maneuver barefoot across hot sand, or pick your
way along a rocky beach, you know how sensitive feet
can be.

Within the Church, there are religious orders with a
custom of going barefoot, not merely to show poverty,
but to be an outward sign of a desire for connection
with creation, a desire to go through life alert to what
God is doing. In early days, when reconciliation was a
once-in-a-lifetime possibility, penitents often went
barefoot for a long period of time as a sign of their
conversion. Even today in certain countries, people
follow an ancient practice of slipping off their shoes to
walk in the procession to the cross on Good Friday. It is
striking that the first use of our newly-scrubbed feet
from Holy Thursday night is to walk resolutely in the
footsteps of Christ to the cross.
