Following the Mass, a relic of St. Faustina will be available to be touched and venerated by
everyone present. PLENARY INDULGENCE: Our Lord promised that all who attend
Mass, make their Confession, pray for the intentions of the Holy Father, and receive Holy
Communion on Divine Mercy Sunday would obtain "complete forgiveness of sins and their
punishment." The Vatican has extended our Lord's promise so that, if necessary, Confession
can be made up to 20 days before or after Divine Mercy Sunday. Indulgences can be applied
either to oneself or to the souls of the deceased (but not to another living person).
