“FROM OCEAN TO OCEAN:  BLACK MADONNA HERE THIS THURSDAY!                        
A reproduction of the icon of Our Lady of Czestochowa, also known as the Black Madonna, will 
make its way to St. Therese THIS THURDAY, August 21. Fr. Peter West from Human Life 
International will accompany the icon and will celebrate a special Mass at 7:00 p.m. that 
evening.  (There will be no Holy Hour that night because of the Mass.)  The icon will be 
available for Veneration after the Mass.  For any questions, please call Catherine Contreras at

ADDITIONAL INFO:  The pilgrimage started in 2012 in Vladivostok, Russia, and has since traveled through 
hundreds of cities in 24 countries before arriving on the east coast of the U.S.  The pilgrimage is 
sponsored by Human Life International, dedicated to the defense of life through the intercession of the 
Blessed Mother under her title of Our Lady of Czestochowa.  In January 2012, this splendid 
reproduction of the original icon in the Monastery of Jasna Góra in Poland was blessed by the 
Archbishop of Czestochowa. The Archbishop of Krakow made a special act of entrustment to Our Lady of Czestochowa, and 
the icon was touched to the original icon, which legend says was painted by St. Luke on a cedar table top from the house of 
the Holy Family.   In the painting, the Virgin directs attention away from herself, gesturing with her right hand toward Jesus as 
the source of salvation. In turn, the child extends His right hand toward the viewer in blessing while holding a book of Gospels in 
His left hand. The icon has been intimately associated with Poland for the past six hundred years. One of the oldest documents 
from Jasna Gora states that the picture traveled from Jerusalem via Constantinople, to finally reach Czestochowa in August 1382.
