FEAST OF THE HOLY FAMILY

Today we celebrate the Holy Family of
Jesus, Mary and Joseph. Although this
feast was officially founded in Montreal in
1663, the devotion to the Holy Family
began in Bethlehem with the birth of the
Baby Jesus. The shepherds went to adore
the Child and to honor His family. Then
the wise men came from the East to adore
and give honor to the newborn King. We
can go further to affirm that in a certain sense Christ
Himself was the first devotee of His family. He showed His
devotion to His mother and foster father by submitting
Himself to the duty of filial obedience towards them. St.
Bernard of Clairvaux said, "God, to whom angels submit
themselves and who principalities and powers obey, was
subject to Mary; and not only to Mary but Joseph also for
Mary’s sake. God obeyed a human creature; this is
humility without precedent. A human creature commands
God; it is sublime beyond measure."

For Catholics, this day is a time to celebrate the true spirit
of family life. The Mass and Office of the day give Christian
parents an opportunity to pray that their family life may be
sanctified by the Holy Spirit. As with the Holy Family, it
may happen that God's will obliges the family to make
disconcerting sacrifices. Yet every Christian family must
live in harmony and in prayer—the pledges of joy and union.

PRAYER FOR THE FEAST OF THE HOLY FAMILY
O God, who were pleased to give us the shining example
of the Holy Family, graciously grant that we may imitate
them in practicing the virtues of family life and one day
delight in eternal rewards. We ask this through your
Son in the unity of the Holy Spirit.
