Mass on Sunday, September
4th, will be a special celebration marking the
Canonization of Mother Teresa that same
day. Mother Teresa was widely known as a
living saint for her ministry to the sick and
the dying and for her challenging,
inspirational words. Born in an Albanian
family in what is now part of Macedonia, she
went to India in 1929 as a Sister of Loreto
