Mohr asked him to write
a melody that could be played on guitar as a prelude to
Mass. Gruber finished the tune just hours before
Midnight Mass in 1818. That church was swept away by a
flood in the 1990s and the village later relocated, but
the townspeople have set up the "Silent Night Memorial
Chapel” at the site. Today the carol is in print in some
three hundred languages. How wonderful that the pipe
organ broke on that night!
