In the Gospel for the Sixth Sunday of Easter we are met with an extraordinary 
challenge: Jesus commands us to "love one another as I have loved you" (John 

15:12). Of course, we are to love those in our family, those we work with, 
those we like. But the Scriptures make clear that we are also to love those 

we never notice, those we purposely avoid, and even those we are tempted 
to despise.  In this Sunday's selection from the Acts of the Apostles, Peter 
shows us how far God's love extends, and how far our love should extend 
in response. Peter realizes that God no longer "shows partiality" to the 
Jews, sharing divine love exclusively with them. Christ has revealed that 
God's love extends to all people, and so should ours.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION: In ancient Rome, the beautiful month of May was dedicated to the 
goddess Flora, the patroness of flowers and new life. May 1st was considered the beginning of abundant growth and 
a day for public festivals aimed at expelling winter. Even after Christianity took hold, the customs of the pagan feast 
lingered. Long ago, there was a thirty-day devotion to Mary, sometimes called "Lady Month," which began on August 
15. By the eighteenth century, the custom of assigning devotions to months of the year was developing. June, for 
example, was the month of the Sacred Heart, and October was for the Holy Rosary. Beginning with the Jesuit Order 
in Rome and spreading throughout the world, May has been celebrated as the month of Mary, the Blessed Mother, for 
more than two hundred years. That was a welcome remedy to some enduring pagan practices, such as maypole 
dancing and the crowning of the May Queen. Some historians say that in ancient times the May Queen was actually a 
human sacrifice.
