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In  late eighteenth- and early nineteenth-century Ireland, government schools 
had a goal of "anglicizing" the Irish in culture and religion. Most Irish Catholics 
opted out in favor of "hedge schools."  In these largely secret schools, meeting 
not just in the shadows of hedges but also in cottages and barns throughout 
Ireland, schoolmasters provided eager students with a classical education 
grounded in Greek and Latin, Irish literature, the banned Gaelic language, and 
the catechism of the Church. The so-called penal laws forbade Catholics from 
teaching young people publicly or privately, and "civil disobedience" ruled the 
day. In 1826, a British government study showed that of half a million Irish 
children enrolled in schools, 403,000 were in hedge schools! A woman named 
Nano Nagle defied the law by opening schools for the poor. Eventually her 

companions became the Presentation Sisters.  By 1820, the situation eased, since Irish Catholics had 
shown that they would defy any law that diminished their love of learning and threatened their faith.
