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 Dear Parishioners: 
 
 

Bishop O’Connell, our Auxiliary Bishop, in union with our 
Archbishop Gomez, is asking us to put on hold—
temporarily—our right to receive Holy Communion on the 
tongue and to focus on our responsibilities toward others 
by receiving Our Lord only in the hand. He pointed out that 
Covid infection rates are on the rise again, that winter is 
coming, and that some parishes have already had to shut 

down completely, which is the last thing any of us wants to 
see happen again.  

 
 

 Also, some parishioners here, or their loved ones, have had 
 serious health struggles from this virus. Since our Bishop is not 

asking us to do anything sinful, we know that, by going against our 
preference and obeying him, we will actually draw closer to Jesus and 
become holier.  
 
 

We want to keep in mind the example of saints like Padre Pio, who 
was shut down and forbidden from offering public Mass and hearing 
confessions for a long time, but who obeyed that extremely difficult 
command from his superiors. Or like St. Teresa, who told Our Lord that 
if He asked something of her and her confessor told her the opposite, 
she would obey her confessor and Jesus would have to figure out how 
to enlighten the priest to see it differently.

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If you ever thought that Jesus didn’t have a 
great sense of humor, today’s Gospel should 
belie any such notion. Jesus’ story of the five 
wise and five foolish bridesmaids is 
downright hilarious. The circumstances of 
the story were surely familiar to Jesus’ 
listeners, just as they are—if we think about 
it—to us. Weddings rarely ever start on time. 
There always seems to be a delay. Buttons 
pop off at the last minute. Flowers wilt. Cars 
full of wedding guests get caught in traffic. 
Soloists contract laryngitis. Brides or grooms 
or priests show up late! So the only 
reasonable way to approach a wedding is 

with a sense of humor, to realize that something probably will go awry and, when that happens, to 
smile about it.  Jesus tells this story to encourage us to be watchful, yes; to be ready, yes. But He 
doesn’t tell it to make us dour and somber. The heavy-hearted tremble, waver, lose sight of their 
place and purpose, and fall asleep. The lighthearted know that the unexpected will happen—is 
bound to happen—so they are awake in their place and ready in their purpose when it comes.  
 
At the end of the story, when the foolish virgins return from the quick shop with the oil, they are 
locked out of the wedding. The Bridegroom answers their pleas, not with a question, "Why weren't 
you ready?," but with the statement, "I don't know you" (Matthew 25:12). Now that sounds kind of 
odd, if the bridegroom represents the Lord, because God knows everything and everybody. In 
Matthew's Gospel, this phrase seems to imply that “because you made no effort to know me, I don't 
know you.” In other words, the oil in the parable stands for knowing the Lord or—at least—making 
an effort to know Him.  
 
So what are YOU doing to get to know Jesus? One way to know someone is to act like them. Actors 
who portray a real person try to watch videos of that person to see how they talk, walk, relate to 
people, what kind of posture they have, how they dress, etc. We can act like Jesus by following His 
example of care for the poor and the sick, forgiving people who have done wrong, teaching people 
about God's love, feeding the hungry, and giving God the credit for what we do.  Another way to get 
to know someone is to talk to them. The more we pray, the more we get close to Jesus. We can 
praise God for Creation, we can thank Him for all He gives (and forgives!). We can ask for help for 
those we love and for God's strength in our weakness (2 Cor. 12:9). But we won't get to know 
someone if we do all the talking. Our prayer can include time to be quiet and listen to the Lord. We 
also listen to God by reading God's words in the Bible. And God can speak to some people in art, 
song, or poetry. The advice and wisdom of friends and relatives can also be God speaking to us. 
Hopefully, we can all find ways of getting to know the Lord, so that God can "recognize" us as 
friends.

Feast Day: November 13 

 

Burly 
longshoremen 
glared at the 

woman in 
widow’s dress 

who 
interrupted 

their drinking to 
beg money, in 

broken English, 
for her 

orphanage. The 
bar exploded in  
laughter as one man responded by spitting 
in her face. “That was for me,” the woman 
smiled. “Do you have anything for the 
children?” Given today’s national debate, 
could it be as much God’s sense of humor as 
God’s will for our sanctification that our first 
American saint should be an immigrant and 
naturalized citizen?  

 
Frances Cabrini, adopting the name Xavier, 
confided to Pope Leo XIII her longing to 
follow her Jesuit patron to Asia. But the 
Pope replied, “Not East—West!” So she and 
her Missionary Sisters of the Sacred Heart 
exchanged exotic dreams of China for the 
impoverished reality of Italian ghettos 
across the United States and Central and 
South America.  

 
Before her death, Frances had founded 
seventy educational, health care, child, and 
family service institutions. Today, from 
Siberia to Ethiopia, in sixteen countries, 
Mother Cabrini’s sisters and lay associates 
embody her practical spirituality: “Let’s get 
to work! We’ll have eternity to rest!”
