                          Fraternally in Jesus and Mary and Joseph, Fr. Thomas  
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Today, I choose to fast from the sin of anger. If you've ever been really angry, you probably 
wondered to yourself after you settled down, "Who was that person?" Your anger left 
you physica lly, emotionally, and mentally exhausted. If you 
turned that anger outward, you probably damaged 
relationships. Anger is a devastating sin in our lives. Think of 
sinful anger as a wild animal. It has sharp claws and vicious 
teeth, and it wants to destroy everything around it while 

destroying itself in the process . Oftentimes, we get angry when we feel out 
of control.  We learn that we can control those around us with our anger. 
The sin of anger connects powerfully to the wound of rejection, although it 
can also connect to feelings of powerlessness and fear. Whether our anger is 
outward (rage, violence, abuse) or more subtle (passive-aggressive), it is 
damaging to ourselves and those around us. Let’s have the courage today to 

look honestly at our 
anger and bring it to 
God.

Heavenly Father, In the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, I 
renounce anger and repent all the ways I have sinned 
because of it. I reject every form of anger in my life. I 
ask you, Father, to forgive me, and I forgive myself for my 
angry heart and actions. Holy Spirit, make me aware of 
any angry thoughts, feelings, and actions. Amen.  

Here is this week’s look at healing from anger:    
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     One might say the evangelism in power that spread due to the outpouring of 
the Spirit (Acts 4) was a major impetus to break the Church out beyond its 
“Jewishness.”  At the beginning, the members of the Church were all Jews. The 
next group of people to believe in Christ were the Samaritans (descendants of 
the ten northern tribes of Israel), whom Philip reached in Acts 8. The next group 
were the Gentiles, whom Peter reached at Cornelius' house. In each case, the 
Holy Spirit was poured out in a dramatic and perceptible way. This was a most 
important sign that opened the minds of the early Christians to believe that 
Gentiles, too, were being saved by Christ on the basis of faith. In the case of 
Samaria, the Holy Spirit did not fall on the new believers until Peter and John 
arrived and laid hands on them, allowing the apostles themselves to witness 
this significant movement of the Spirit upon outsiders. God had now accepted 
the “hated, despised Samaritans,” as proven by a testimony of the Spirit so 
visible that even an outsider like Simon the sorcerer could see it, prompting him 
to try to buy this power from Peter (Acts 8:18-24). Later, Paul's mission among 
the Gentiles would be received more favorably because of the evangelistic 
breakthroughs that occurred with Philip in Samaria and Peter in Caesarea. 
     When Peter came to the home of Cornelius, a Gentile centurion, he began to preach the Gospel and, 
before he had finished, the Holy Spirit fell upon all who heard it (Acts 10:44-46). The fact that they received 
the Spirit while Peter was still delivering his sermon is significant. What was Peter saying the moment the 
Spirit fell? He had just said, "To Him all the prophets bear witness, that everyone who believes in Him 
receives forgiveness of sins through His name" (Acts 10:43). The Holy Spirit fell upon Cornelius and his 
household when Peter proclaimed the universality of the Gospel—that it was for everyone, not just the Jews. 
The Jewish believers who had come with Peter "were amazed, because the gift of the Holy Spirit was poured 
out even on the Gentiles. For they were hearing them speak in tongues and extolling God" (verses 45-46).       
     Peter's reply shows his responsiveness to what God had done: "Can anyone withhold water for baptizing 
these people, who have received the Holy Spirit just as we have?" (verse 47). With this interpretation, the 
early Christians understood that Gentiles, too, had received God's acceptance and forgiveness, as confirmed 
by the witness of His Spirit. These Gentiles were seen as being made eligible for baptism, and the evidence 
for this was their praising God in tongues. This event made the apostles and the early leadership of the 
Church open to the Gentile mission. The leaders in Jerusalem listened as Peter explained the whole story of 
Cornelius and his household. Peter recounted, “As I began to speak, the Holy Spirit fell on them just as on us 
at the beginning. And I remembered the Word of the Lord, how He said, ‘John baptized with water, but you 
will be baptized with the Holy Spirit.’ If then God gave the same gift to them as He gave to us when we 
believed in the Lord Jesus Christ, who was I that I could stand in God's way?” (Acts 11:15-17). Upon hearing 
the story, "they fell silent. And they glorified God, saying, 'Then to the Gentiles also God has granted 
repentance that leads to life’" (verse 18). The apostles giving witness to the outpouring of the Spirit on 
different groups of people solidified the unity of the Church.  
     From the above, it is evident that Luke does not intend to develop a standard chronology for when 
believers are filled with the Spirit. Neither does he attempt to create a test for determining if one has been 
filled or baptized with the Holy Spirit. The evidence for being Spirit-filled, according to Luke, is the receiving 
of power—power to serve, to love, to heal; to deliver or work a miracle; power to suffer persecution; power 
to preach the Gospel; power to comprehend the Gospel. This is seen by the diversity of experiences that Luke 
records.

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Next Week:  St. Therese and Her Community 

     
 

St. Therese and Her Relationships  
With Those Outside the Carmel:   

Outside her community, Therese's contacts were limited to the priest who 
heard her confession regularly, the extraordinary confessor, the retreat 
preachers, her family—whom she met with in the parlor and with whom she 
corresponded—and her two spiritual brothers who had recently come into 
her  life.  The Carmelite Nuns' chaplain and ordinary confessor, Abbot Youf, 
had a high regard for Therese. All the evidence is unanimous on this point. 
But he does not seem to have played a decisive role in her spiritual 
evolution, nor did he even help her effectively during her trials. In April 1897, 
at age fifty-five, he was sick himself and feared death. He only survived his 
penitent by eight days. Therese’s family group consisted of her sister Leonie 

Martin, her Uncle Isadore Guerin and his wife, and their daughter Jeanne, who was married  to the doctor, 
Francis La Neele. 
 

How would Therese’s sister Leonie, who had made three unsuccessful attempts to enter religious life, not 
have admired the determination of Therese who had entered the convent at fifteen? Scarred by her difficult 
childhood and these repeated failures, Leonie was living with the Guerins, who surrounded her with 
affection. Yet for them all, she remained “that poor little Leonie”. Therese was the only one who encouraged 
Leonie  in her vocation to become a Visitation nun and sent her letters worthy  of a spiritual director. The 
Guerin family loved the sensitive and affectionate “little Therese”; but,  for  Uncle  Isidore,  the  striking  
personality of the family was Pauline. The little youngest one appeared so shy and retiring in the parlor! She 
also kept up a correspondence with  the La Neeles and repeatedly expressed her hope that Jeanne would one 
day become a mother. Francis was to look after Therese in the infirmary. 
 

Therese had met Fr. Roulland in the parlor on July 3, 1896, after his Ordination to the Priesthood, and 
followed the progress of his apostolate in China. As for the 
seminarian Maurice Belliere, still not strong in his vocation, he 
begged his spiritual sister for help (after ordination, he served 
in Africa). Both held “such a large place” in the Carmelite's life! 
Under Mother Marie de Gonzague's watchful control, 
Therese—whatever  she herself had to say on the matter—
became more and more a counselor to these two young men.  
At the end of this brief survey, we can say that, except for her 
three sisters, no one really knew Therese. It can even be said 
that, despite what  she did say to her sisters, the Martin sisters 
only knew her imperfectly. How can we be surprised at this? 
She had always wanted to live unknown and hidden. She 
succeeded. Furthermore, her contacts were reduced to a very 
limited circle. And so it was that, in April 1893, no one would 
have thought that in less than five years, this young smiling 

and lovable Carmelite would be known throughout the whole world. But the rapid progress of her illness at 
the end of Lent focused everyone's attention on her. Yet, how could Therese's health have been able to 
deteriorate to such a serious extent without those around her noticing it sooner?

"(The following concerns how 
to pray well and how not to 
pray well the Rosary and 
other vocal prayers) "Now it 
could be that I am mistaken 
in this matter, but I see and 
know that this is what 
happens, and in my opinion 
this is why there are not 
many more spiritual persons. 
When individuals do not 
respond by service that is in 
conformity with so great a favor, when they do not 
prepare themselves to receive it again, but take 
back their wills from the hands of the Lord, who 
already possesses these wills as His own, and set 
them upon base things, the Lord goes in search of 
those who do love Him so as to give more to them. 
Yet, He doesn't take away entirely what He has 
given, when one lives with a pure conscience. But 
there are persons—and I have been one of them—
who make themselves deaf when the Lord, taking 
pity on them, gives them holy inspirations and light 
concerning the nature of things and, in sum, gives 
this kingdom and places them in this prayer of 
quiet. For they are so fond of speaking and reciting 
many vocal prayers very quickly, like one who wants 
to get a job done, since they oblige themselves to 
recite these every day, that even though, as I say, 
the Lord places His kingdom in their hands, they do 
not receive it. But with their vocal prayers they 
think they are doing better, and they distract 

themselves from the prayer of quiet." (Chapter 31, 
Number 12).
