A Letter from the Pastor

Blessed 32nd Sunday in Ordinary Time, everyone!

Let me say right off the bat: THERE WILL BE NO EVENING MASS THIS COMING TUESDAY OR WEDNESDAY
EVENING, NOVEMBER 8 AND 9, due to our being in Redlands for Carmelite meetings all day, both days.

We will have all the morning Masses as usual. Also, if you have stopped by the
church office recently, you may have noticed some major repairs going on inside. Yes,
Jose was working on some limited office plumbing/pipe repairs begun under Fr.
Philip; when he began, he found that the damage was much greater than anyone
anticipated. There are all kinds of pipes corroding, walls rotting from leaking water,
etc., and now we are looking at a $50,000 project. The funding for this will not come
easily—especially since we are also in the midst of some serious fundraising for the
School. "Jesus we trust in You," and we also trust in YOUR prayers and financial
generosity in these admittedly VERY difficult times. Thank you ahead of time!!!

We also need much help in the getting the word out to other families within and
outside of the Parish about our Classical Curriculum, Catholic, Carmelite (CCCC)
8l School, and to invite them to consider a tried and proven Catholic Faith, Academics
and Virtue-based alternative to what is going on in the public schools. (For
motivation, please read the beginning of Joe Herring’s article (on Page Five of this
bulletin). We will continue inserting parts of this article in future bulletins.

In this Sunday’s Gospel, Jesus chides the Sadducees for knowing neither their Bible nor the Power of God (which is
why they are "sad-u-see"). The question for us is: Do WE soak in our Bibles and do WE know the Power of God??
That is one reason why we offer regular healing ministry on Thursdays and on the First Fridays after the evening
Mass, and also why we ask the Lord Jesus for words of knowledge at the end of Mass to help us pray with others in
their suffering. That way, people can experience the Lord's power on a regular basis—not just through the
Sacraments and intercessory prayers like the Rosary and Adoration (these are VERY POWERFUL!!!), but also through
praying with a suffering person, in the present moment, with the person right there, receiving prayer and
experiencing Jesus' healing in the moment!

Can you envision the disciples in the upper room, praying in unity with Jesus' mother, Mary? As the one person in
the room who had previous experience receiving the Holy Spirit, she knew and understood the power of God's
Spirit, which brought Jesus into her womb many years earlier. That first time she had to wait nine months. This time
she and her spiritual sons only had to wait nine days, intensely praying together until the gift of the Holy Spirit
descended upon them. The manifestations of God's mighty power came upon them in the form of a rushing wind,
tongues of fire, and the supernatural gift of languages (Acts 2:1-4). Soon after, the fruit of the Spirit's presence
became evident through their love, joy, peace, fortitude, wisdom, understanding, and faithfulness. The disciples
were transformed from wounded men and women hiding in a locked room to powerhouses of grace, transforming
the world and living and dying as witnesses for Christ.

Confirmed in the power of the Holy Spirit, Peter spoke boldly before the stunned crowds gathered from every
nation. He made it abundantly clear that this gift of God's power was available to all people: "Repent and be
baptized, every one of you, in the name of Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of your sins; and you will receive the gift
of the Holy Spirit. For the promise is made to you and to your children and to all those far off, whomever the Lord
our God will call" (Acts 2:38-39).

You and | are counted among those who are far off. All of us who believe in Christ and are baptized are invited to
renounce demonic and worldly power and receive God 's holy power. According to Church teaching, this grace is
given in the sacrament of Confirmation, which is "the special outpouring of the Holy Spirit as once granted to the
apostles on the day of Pentecost" (CCC, 1302). Isn't that amazing? You and | are invited to receive the same fullness
of power that enabled the disciples to heal the sick, raise the dead, and speak out boldly as Christ's courageous
witnesses to change the world.

A Spiritual Bouquet to Our Lady of Fatima: The Five First Satur Tgys_Devo jon

Mark your calendar for Saturday, December 2; the first Saturday of that month, to join us at
the 8:00 a.m. Mass, followed by the Rosary and 15-minutes of meditation (in response to our
Lady’s request at Fatima in 1917). Our First Saturdays devotion is ongoing at St. Therese. If you
want to sign up or have any questions, please contact Maria Alejandra at (626) 993-4236.

How to Make Five First Saturdays Devotion: In last week’s bulletin, we explained that
part of the devotion is to receive Holy Communion on five First Saturdays and that there are
three conditions for receiving Holy Communion. The first, addressed in full last week, is to BE IN
THE STATE OF GRACE. The second condition is OBSERVE ONE HOUR OF FAST: Canon law states,
“One who is to receive the most Holy Eucharist is to abstain from any food or drink, with the
exception of water and medicine, for at least one hour before Holy Communion” (Canon 919).
Elderly people, those who are ill, and their caretakers are excused from this fast. There are two main reasons for this
requirement. First, mortification helps us grow in spiritual discipline. Second, the physical hunger we feel should
remind us of the hunger and thirst we should have for the Eucharist. And really, one hour isn’t that long; the fast used
to begin the midnight preceding receiving the Eucharist.

The third is BE SUFFICIENTLY DEVOUT AND PREPARED: Receiving the Holy Eucharist is an invitation from Jesus to
each of us, as we hear in the Eucharistic Prayer: “Take this, all of you, and eat of it, for this is my Body which will be
given up for you.” As we respond to this invitation, the Catechism reminds us: “Before so great a sacrament, the
faithful can only echo humbly and with ardent faith the words of the Centurion... ‘Lord, | am not worthy that you
should enter under my roof, but only say the word and my soul will be healed’” (CCC 1386). The Catechism also
provides much detail regarding the proper disposition to receive Jesus in Holy Communion: “Bodily demeanor
(gestures, clothing) also ought to convey the respect, solemnity, and joy of this moment when Christ becomes our
guest” (CCC 1387). We may never be fully ready for this eternal wedding banquet; but prepare as best as you can, and
trust in God’s mercy. We highly recommend you dress properly, arrive at Mass earlier, and make an act of reverence
before receiving the Eucharist.

What if | can’t receive Communion? If, for whatever reason, you are unable to receive Communion (perhaps you are
unable to make your Confession, or you are sick or homebound), but you still want to make the First Saturdays

CATHOLIC SCHOOLS OUTPERFORMED PUBLIC SCHOOLS ACROSS THE NATION (Part 1)
By Joe Herring, Investigative Journalist (Published October 27, 2022)

According to a data analysis performed by the Manhattan Institute (Ml), “If Catholic schools were a state, they
would be the highest performing in the nation on all four NAEP tests.” Amid a contentious national debate over who
should exercise greater control over what children learn—teachers or parents—this information may prove to be
kryptonite to one side of that argument. The National Assessment of Educational Progress (NAEP) bills itself as the
“nation’s report card,” and has been handing out grades since 1969. A Congressionally-mandated program, the NAEP
provides a snapshot every two years of what students know in Math and Reading, helpfully broken down by hundreds
of factors, including race/ethnicity, socioeconomic standing, and gender. NAEP results are also separated by school
type, enabling comparison of achievement in Catholic schools on an even basis with their public counterparts.

As the MI chart reveals, Catholic schools exceeded both public schools and charter schools by wide margins. Of
course, they were given quite an assist from the gross underperformance of their competitors, which notched the
worst scores in nearly 20 years. Nationally, declines in average reading and math scores reached the double digits from
2019 marks. The decline in math scores was the largest ever recorded. NAEP scores for black students were, on
average, two times lower than their white counterparts, showing the so-called achievement gap is both real and
growing. Ear-splitting assertions of unconscious bias, white privilege, and systemic racism have proven to be poor
strategies for closing that gap, despite having informed education policy for decades. It appears the gap hasn’t noticed.
