     What is the Origin? The Flame of Love of the Immaculate 
Heart of Mary Movement that started in Budapest, Hungary 
where the message that was given to Elizabeth Kindelmann 
from 1961 to 1982 from Our Lord and Our Blessed Mother. 
     Is the Flame of Love Approved by the Church? 
Unequivocally yes. In fact, the enƟre “Flame of Love of the 

Immaculate Heart of Mary” Movement, which came to be enƟrely because of the life and wriƟngs of 
Elizabeth Kindelmann, had received the approval of Hungary's Cardinal Péter Erdö, and had also been 
granted an Apostolic Blessing by Pope Francis himself. 
     What is the Flame of Love Movement? The mission of this movement is to evangelize, with the flame of 
love of the Immaculate Heart of Mary. We do this by living and spreading her message, so that the love of 
the Eternal Father and of the Sacred Heart of Jesus, set all hearts on fire.

We can also understand 
how, under these 
circumstances, her sisters' 
repeated quesƟons must 
have added to her suffering: 
“We were talking too much 

when the three of us were with her. This Ɵred her out, because we  we were asking her too many 
quesƟons at the same Ɵme.” Unconsciously, they were “harassing” her, to use Therese’s own word. Yet, 
willingly, she consented to Mother Agnes' desire to write down her words. On certain occasions, this 
must have cost her dearly. Likewise, this general state of weakness could have been the main reason for 
the return of Therese's tears, tears which had hardly flowed since her adolescence. 
     Her physical condiƟon also gave rise to diverse forms of distress: irraƟonal fears of “a hypotheƟcal 
spider” or of being buried “in a death-trance,” “frighƞul nightmares,” and her “drowsiness.” All these 
increased as her health deteriorated. Did the prodigious remedies, customary at that Ɵme but ridiculous 
today, do anything to alleviate all this suffering? The various hemostats would have helped the coughing
-up of blood, but what could they have done for the vomiƟng? They were useless for the sporadic 
suffocaƟon, and the ether was ineffectual when major crises occurred: “She was never given oxygen,” 
Mother Agnes said. “I don't think it was known about at that Ɵme.” 
     When Dr. de Corniere returned from Plombieres, he suggested using a sedaƟve, but Mother Marie de 
Gonzague refused permission. Mother Agnes was later to say: “She was never given a single morphine 
injecƟon.”  Therese, therefore, was given very small doses of morphine syrup only during her last days. 
With reference to all these remedies, Therese made this remark: “The remedies which should be doing 
me some good, and which help other paƟents, do me harm.” Besides, she was “convinced of their 
uselessness.”

GOSPEL MEDITATION: If—in the Garden of Olives—
the Son of God had to tell Himself and His Father, "not as I 
will, but as you will" (MaƩhew 26:39); I should be able to 
say the same. There are Ɵmes when I would much rather 
have things  go my way, but that is not going to happen. 
So, it's comforƟng to know that Jesus did not take the 
easy way out, but accepted the Father's will. 
     Whenever we say the Lord's Prayer we pray, "Thy will 
be done." But how oŌen do we sƟll take the easy way 
out? When I have a chance to help someone in need, do I 
tell myself it's none of my business, or do I ask if there is 
anything I can do? When I am hurt, do I get angry at God 
for leƫng it happen, or do I say with Jesus, "Not my will, 
but yours be done"? 
     Luke's Gospel ends the temptaƟon of Jesus in the 
desert with the phrase, "When the devil had finished 
every test, he leŌ him unƟl an opportune Ɵme" (Luke 
4:13). That Ɵme came in the garden, and again Jesus had 
the last word, choosing to do his Father's will. The next 
Ɵme things don’t go your way, remember to say, "Not my 
will, but yours be done."

     One strong warning I give to 
whomever finds himself in this 
state is to guard very carefully 
against placing himself in the 
occasion of offending God. In this 
prayer the soul is not yet grown 
but is like a suckling child. If it 
turns away from its mother's breasts, what can 
be expected for it but death? I am very afraid 
that this will happen to anyone to whom God 
has granted this favor and who withdraws from 
prayer—unless he does so for a parƟcularly 
special reason—or if he doesn't return quickly 
to prayer, for he will go from bad to worse.  
     I know there is a great deal to fear in this 
maƩer. And I know some persons for whom I 
have felt quite sorry—and I've seen what I'm 
speaking about—because they have turned 
away from One who with so much love wanted 
to be their friend and proved it by deeds. I 
advise them so strongly not to place themselves 
in the occasions of sin because the devil tries 
much harder for a soul of this kind than for very 
many to whom the Lord does not grant these 
favors.  
    For such a soul can do a great deal of harm to 
the devil by geƫng others to follow it, and it 
could be of great benefit to God's Church. And 
even though the devil may have no other 
reason than to see who it is to whom His 
Majesty shows parƟcular love, that's sufficient 
for him to wear himself out trying to lead the 
soul to perdiƟon. So these souls suffer much 
combat, and if they go astray, they stray much 
more than do others (3, 10).
