    (1 Kings 3:5,9-12) 
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Blessed 17th Sunday in Ordinary Time, everyone!   

     As I menƟoned in last week’s bulleƟn, I have received 
a new assignment from my Provincial (El Carmelo 
Retreat House in Redlands near San Bernardino, about 
an hour from here) and so this is my last week as your 
Pastor before Fr. Peter Mary Vecellio, OCD, takes over. 
Thank you for a wonderful three years here with you 
(including the broomball game last night)!  
     Last week I ended with a quote from St. John of the 
Cross about the primacy of prayer in our lives, of a 
renewed IdenƟty and InƟmacy that comes from siƫng 
at the Lord’s feet and listening to Him. Let me conclude 
with this summary of what I’ve been trying to live out 
myself and trying to pass along to you. 
     The foundaƟon of everyone’s life, of ministry, of the 
doing part of our lives is being bapƟzed and coming to 
know our Family, Who our Father is (God, Jesus, and the 
Holy Spirit), and our best earthly father         (St. Joseph), 

who our Mother is (Mary, the Church), who our brothers and sisters are (the holy angels and saints). 
Knowing who we are in relaƟon to these real—even if invisible—family members, gives us access to all of 
our family treasures, so that we don’t have to worry over and over again about what we are to eat, what 
we are to wear, etc. And within that abundance of good and true and beauƟful things that we possess, we 
do what our Father calls us to (while always abiding in Him). We are...therefore, we have; therefore, we 
do. We work from our idenƟty and inƟmacy with our Family, NOT for our idenƟty and inƟmacy. 
       But due to the Fall of Adam and Eve, we have all suffered cracks in that foundaƟon, and we begin to 
experience life as “I am what I do. I must do the right things, then I will have good things, and then I will 
finally one day BE SOMEBODY.” The enemy, Satan, aƩacks the cracks in that foundaƟon and whispers lies 
suggesƟng that we are NOT already our Father’s beloved sons and daughters in Jesus, that we DO NOT 
already have access to all of the Family wealth, and so we must earn it! The devil tempts us, feeds us lies, 
and when (usually through some kind of trauma) we begin to agree with those lies, we empower the liar, 
the devil (and our false pride), and begin to seƩle into a false, lie-based, pharisaical, orphan mindset. 
      Think of the story of the Prodigal Father and his two sons, both of whom go through life with an orphan 
mindset, not a beloved son mindset. But the younger son comes back to his Father’s house! You and I can 
also! Try this week (and for the rest of your life) to find out and begin celebraƟng your bapƟsm date, and 
renew your bapƟsmal promises regularly. And this week, when you noƟce orphan-type thinking creeping 
in, begin to renounce that lie and announce the truth: “In the Name of Jesus, I renounce the lie that I am 
not a beloved son/daughter of the Trinity, that I can’t hear the Father’s voice, that I need to work/suffer to 
win my Father’s love. Instead, I announce the truth in the Name of Jesus that I am a beloved son/daughter, 
that I can hear Your voice, Daddy, that You are always with me in suffering and joy and everything in 
between. Thank You, Father, Jesus, Holy Spirit!”  
     See you at Fr. Peter Mary’s potluck welcome next Saturday evening, August 5th. And schedule some 
extra quiet listening prayer Ɵme at our retreat house.

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AppariƟons in FaƟma by Our Lady 
July 13, 1917 ~ The third appariƟon - conƟnued:  AŌer showing them Hell, Our Lady said to the children: "You have 
seen Hell, where the souls of sinners go. To save them, God wishes to establish in the world the devoƟon to my 
Immaculate Heart. If people do as I shall ask, many souls will be converted and there will be peace. This war is going 
to end, but if people do not cease offending God, not much Ɵme will elapse and during the PonƟficate of Pius XI, 
another and more terrible war will begin. When you shall see a night illumined by an unknown light, know that this 
is the great sign that God gives that the chasƟsement of the world for its many transgressions is at hand through 
war, famine, persecuƟon of the Church and of the Holy Father. To prevent this, I shall come to ask for the 
consecraƟon of Russia to my Immaculate Heart and the Communion of ReparaƟon on the First Saturdays. If my 
requests are heard, Russia will be converted and there will be peace. If not, she will spread her errors throughout 
the enƟre world, fomenƟng wars and persecuƟon of the Church. The good will suffer martyrdom; the Holy Father 
will suffer much; different naƟons will be annihilated. But in the end my Immaculate Heart shall triumph …" 
(This vision of Hell and the devoƟon to the Immaculate Heart were not revealed unƟl 1927; the 3rd secret was 
revealed by Pope John Paul II on June 26, 2000.)

It’s that Ɵme of year again!  RegistraƟon 
for Religious Ed for non-sacramental  and 
sacramental classes (First Holy 
Communion 1 & 2  and ConfirmaƟon 1 & 
2), as well as for RCIA, will be held on the 
first two Sundays of August (August 6 and 
13) aŌer the morning Masses.  
 
On those Sundays, look for the tables in 
front of the church as well as in front of 
the Hall by the school.  RegistraƟon forms 
are also available on the church website.   
 
When registering, please bring the 
student’s/candidate’s bapƟsm cerƟficate, 
as well as the appropriate fees for the 
year’s program (printed on each form). The 
fees may be submiƩed by cash or check 
(make checks payable to St. Therese Church).   
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In her last days lying 
in her bed, Therese 

could hear the 
convent clock strike 

regularly for 
community exercises. 

In her imaginaƟon 
she saw her sisters 

going to the choir and 
entering the refec-

tory. She let her gaze  
wander round the infirmary. She looked at her 
pictures pinned to the curtains round the bed, the 
statue of the Virgin of the Smile, the patch of garden 
that she glimpsed through the window. She heard 
music in the distance. Raising herself a liƩle, she 
would take some biƩer medicine, chase away an 
annoying fly, smile at the sister entering the 
infirmary. When she was alone, she thought of her 
past life, of her life as it then was. She prayed. And so 
her days passed by, at least the moments when she 
had some respite from pain.  
     When the pain returned, Therese—like any other 
sick person—suffered, groaned, cried. Then she 
would doze off to sleep, have nightmares, or have 
insomnia while all around her were sleeping. Like 
many others, there were Ɵmes when she felt 
incapable of praying, incapable of saying or having 
“beauƟful thoughts,” of imparƟng a formal will or 
testament, of dying like Socrates. There was no 
affectaƟon in this simplicity: “I would, however, like 
to have a beauƟful death to please you.” It was too 
bad if she disappointed those around her who wished 
to reap a harvest of “beauƟful” words. They got only 
these: "I don't think of anything; I'm content to go to 
Heaven, and that's it. Since I have been ill, I don't 
think of anything very much." This absence of 
thoughts at certain Ɵmes is not inconsistent with 
other words that imply deep reflecƟon. In June of 
1897, the wriƟng of Manuscript C sƟrred up 
reminiscenses of recent and more distant events: "I 
someƟmes remember certain details which are like a 
springƟme breeze for my soul." Between June and  
September 30, the day she died, Therese reflected 
oŌen on her life.

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FROM THE SPIRITUAL CANTICLE  

OF ST. JOHN OF THE CROSS 
Let those, then, who are singularly 
acƟve, who think they can win the 
world with their preaching and 
exterior works, observe here that 
they would profit the Church and 
please God much more, not to 
menƟon the good example they 
would give, were they to spend at 
least half of this Ɵme with God in 
prayer, even though they might 
not have reached a prayer as 

sublime as this. They would then certainly accomplish 
more, and with less labor, by one work than they 
otherwise would by a thousand. For through their 
prayer, they would merit this result, and themselves be 
spiritually strengthened. Without prayer, they would do 
a great deal of hammering but accomplish liƩle, and 
someƟmes nothing, and even at Ɵmes cause harm. God 
forbid that the salt should begin to lose its savor [Mt. 
5:13]. However much they may appear to achieve 
externally, they will in substance be accomplishing 
nothing; it is beyond doubt that good works can be 
performed only by the power of God (29, 3).
