on a day-to-day basis. These scriptures, nevertheless, have much to say to the contemporary believer.
We must ask ourselves, “Where are my deepest hungers? Where are my thirsts?” After material needs
are satisfied and, in some cases, over-satisfied, many people still experience a deep longing for
spiritual balance and well-being. As the loaves and fish are multiplied in today’s Gospel, perhaps our
prayer can be a longing for the satisfaction of the deepest needs that only God can fill.
