Christmas season. In the Scriptures we see one more 
e p i p h a n y ,  o r 
manifestation, of 
the Spirit of God in 
Jesus—but this time, 
it is as an adult, 
rather than as a 
c h i l d .

baptism also serves as the inauguration of His prophetic mission 
and the messianic age.  
 

Today’s reading from Isaiah describes God’s chosen Messiah, upon 
whom God’s Spirit rests. In the Acts of the Apostles, Peter says 
that “God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Spirit and 
power” (Acts 10:38). Finally, in the proclamation from Matthew’s 
Gospel, Jesus’ baptism in water goes almost unnoticed. The 
crucial moment comes when the Spirit of God comes upon Jesus 
and a voice from heaven echoes the words of Isaiah: “This is my 
beloved Son, with whom I am well pleased.”
