Ash Wednesday is February 14. Masses will be in the morning at 6:00, 8:00, and 10:00 a.m.; and in the
evening at 7:30 p.m. It is a day of Fast and Abstinence; all the Fridays of Lent are days of abstinence (no
meat). For details about the rules for fasting and abstinence, please see the Events section of our website.

Soup Nights (simple meatless meals) will be held in the Parish Hall on all the Fridays of Lent from 5:30 to 7:00
p.m. (February 16 through March 23). There will be a free-will offering basket available each week to help
support various groups. The scheduled sponsors are: February 16: Parish Staff & Rosary Makers;
February 23: Bible Study and Consecration Group leaders; March 2: Confirmation; March 9: STRE & RCIA;

Lent: Giving-Up and/or Doing Extra

Giving up something for Lent sometimes evokes head-scratching in non-
Catholics, but what might seem like a Catholic peculiarity can actually be a
practice with deep spiritual significance. Lent has its origin in the early
days of the Church. Converts seeking to become Christian, who at that time
were mostly adults, spent several years in study and preparation. Under
the threat of Roman persecution, becoming a Christian was serious
business, so their process of preparation was intensive and scrutinized!
Then they went through a final period of “purification and enlightenment”
for the forty days before their baptism on Holy Saturday. This is still practiced in today’s RCIA
programs. The rest of the Church began to observe the season of Lent in solidarity with these newest
Catholics-to-be. It became an opportunity for all Catholics to recall and renew the commitment of their
baptism and to lead better lives.

Today we know Lent as a season of conversion: We acknowledge the ways we have turned away from
God in our lives, and we focus on turning our hearts and minds back towards God. Hence the three
pillars of Lent are PRAYER, FASTING, and ALMSGIVING. These observances help us to turn away from
whatever has distracted or derailed us and to turn back to God. Giving up something for Lent is
ultimately a form of fasting. We can deprive ourselves of a pleasure or indulgence and offer that
sacrifice up to God. Or we might “give up” a bad habit, such as cursing or missing Mass, as a way of
positively turning our life back towards what God wants for us. The idea though, is that after the forty-
day period, you continue to keep up the changes and become a “better version of yourself”! Or you
can “do” something extra for forty days that falls in line with the corporal or spiritual works of mercy.
