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Dear Parishioners of St. Therese: 
 

 As we prepare as a naƟon to 
celebrate Thanksgiving this Thursday, 
it’s good to remind ourselves as 
believers that this is a ChrisƟan 
holiday at heart. And even though the 
first ChrisƟans to celebrate 
Thanksgiving were not Catholic, this 
holiday has very Catholic overtones. 
The word for the “source and 
summit” of our faith, the Eucharist, 
means thanksgiving. So, every Ɵme 
we offer the Holy Sacrifice, we are 
giving thanks to God for the greatest 

giŌ that God has given us on this earth, His Most Holy Body and Blood. This is the preeminent 
giŌ for which we give thanks. All other blessings flow from the Most Holy Eucharist. During 
this Ɵme of EucharisƟc Revival in our Church, it is especially appropriate that we increase our 
graƟtude for the greatest giŌ that God has given us!  
 
 Too oŌen in our culture of convenience, we can take for granted how blessed we really are. 
We are tempted to moan and complain over the slightest inconvenience or when things don’t 
go our way. And this is even true in the spiritual life. Dare I say, we can even take for granted 
all the incredible mind-blowing graces that our Church offers us: the Mass and the other 
sacraments, Our Lady and the Saints, and even things like indulgences. They’re all freebies 
that lead us to or directly impart to us eternal life! Do we recognize how truly blessed we are?  
 
 The virtue of graƟtude is especially important in a culture like ours that is consumed with 
negaƟvity. When we give thanks, we recognize that God is the source of all the good things in 
our lives, both material and spiritual. So, to be grateful is to be truly Catholic. Even more, our 
graƟtude helps us become more EucharisƟc in that we resemble more and more the living 
Sacrifice of thanksgiving that we offer. GraƟtude also witnesses to a profound dependence on 
God for all things in our lives. So, my dear parishioners, let us be people of graƟtude and 
always make God the center of our Thanksgiving—this year and every year—because He did 
not hesitate to offer Himself in thanksgiving for our lives!

     When I was a kid, I hated playing 
Monopoly because my siblings and friends 
always seemed to win. But worse was how it 
happened. Scared to risk my fake money on 
buying properties, I’d hold on to it. My 
opponents hungrily bought up the various 
real estate squares on the board. Then, 
inevitably, my poor, low-equity self would 
land on their spots, pay them rent, and my 
money would drain to zero. It seemed so 
unfair. The rich get richer, and the poor get 
poorer. I had to learn that Monopoly money 
is meant to be spent. I was scared to lose 
some of it. So, I lost all of it. 
 

     How do we see what we possess? Jesus’ 
parable about the talents is not really about 
economics but about the investability of 
everything He entrusts to us. How marvelous 
that everyone in the parable who places 
talents in the open market doubles their 
investment. The only one who doesn’t is the 
man who fearfully buries his one talent. 
Jesus’ success strategy for us seems to be, 
whatever we have, get it out of our 
possession. Risk it as quickly and as fully as 
we can. 
 

     You and I have precious gifts. We have 
valuable things to invest—time, talents, 
treasure. The Lord invites us to be brave and 
even somewhat reckless, to give as much 
away as possible. If we give it away in the 
direction of love and truth, it will grow. If we 
hold on to it in fear, the little we have will be 
taken away. Let me challenge you this week: 
find something in your life you’re holding on 
to, and risk it by giving it away. It won’t 
double if you hold on to it.
